ABOUT THE HISTORY OF "THE RANCH" 

Greetings Eternal Ranchers, 

    I read with dismay in the Spring 2008, Locust Street Journal, "Call to 

Chronicling" column, the question: "Where did the 'Ranch' get it's name"? 

    I was a Rancher from the fall of 1971 until spring of 1973, class of 1975.  

It was a fun and rowdy time even though my enrollment at DePauw 

seemed like a retro timewarp in a changing culture. I was from suburban 

Detroit. Greeniedingle was off the grid for me. When I arrived at DePauw I 

had no idea what "rush" was and my only memory of a fraternity was crazy 

pre-football homecoming afternoons watching co-ed "mudbowls" and mas-

cot dog races at my Dad's alma mater, U of Mich...and I wanted to avoid 

that place. 

   After 2 weeks at DPU I ended up with a room at DX or Casa Loma. It 

was an adventure. We didn't have a housemother, nor would we for the 

next two years. School went fine. 

   In the spring of my freshman year I was rummaging around in the cold 

dorm one sunny afternoon looking for a place to store some of my gear for 

the summer.  Although I had slept there every night I had never seen (or 

maybe looked at) it in the daylight.  I remember I was with a classmate, but 

I don't remember who, perhaps Ben Duff,  Scott Shafer or Steve Williams.  

Behind some boxes on the west wall we found a dark stained wood sign 

about 1' x 6' that said ,"THE RANCH  DX".  We took it down to the porch 

and set it by the front door as a joke. We heard it had been made for a 

house dance.  Finals began, adventures stopped, we went home for the 

summer. 

   When I arrived back at DPU for the fall semester of 1972 the "RANCH" 

sign had been hung above the door.  It seemed natural.  We were just a 

diverse group of students focused on school and getting on to the real 

world.  The government was threatening to draft us.  The DPU administra-

tion was afraid of us.  The thought of a national DX organization controlling 

us was absurd.  The thought of being part of some exclusive living arrange-

ment handed down from Peter Schermerhorn Johnson at Cornell by a se-

cret handshake was really silly and a little too much like my Boy Scout 

Troop to tolerate. 

   And so we became the "RANCH", in name, in print, in IM's and on T-

shirts, which was all that mattered at little DPU of Greeniedingle, IN.   

There were some other fraternities on campus that just didn't get it...but 

most did. No one really cared or spoke out.  Perhaps there were some 

house meetings about it but I don't remember. 

   I'd love to hear some input from others about details I have forgotten.

 Stephen Douglass Williams, M.D., 

62, a research physician who became the 

Indiana University Melvin and Bren Simon 

Cancer Centerõs first director in 1992, has 

died. Dr. Williams, who was named a 

"Sagamore of the Wabash," authored and co

-authored 158 scientific, peer-reviewed pub-

lications, 95 abstracts and 42 textbook chap-

ters on the diagnosis and treatment of geni-

tourinary tumors. He served in numerous 

leadership roles with the American Society 

of Clinical Oncology and the Gynecologic 

Oncology Group and on a grant review 

committee of the National Cancer Institute. 

Dr. Williams is survived by his wife Kathryn 

and their children Thomas and Caroline.
